In the afternoon, the children became authors and created their very own storybook§é /
They explored a range of books in the classroom and used them as inspiration, adding
thoughtful details to their own creations. The children made sure their books included a title antt adver
illustration, and some even noticed features such as the ISBN number and price on the back, which they were
keen to include.

The children showed great enthusiasm, using their phonics skills to write their
own stories and bring their wonderful ideas to life. We are very proud to have
displayed the children’s books in their class for everyon=
to enjoy.

To continue our busy week on Friday the children took g
part in a Science workshop witGreen up your act’. The |
children learnt about ways we can help keep our ocea
clean and help look after our environment. They then
made a fish out of sustainable materials.
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This week in Beech Class the children have continued to develop their
creativity, storytelling skills and scientific thinking through a range of egcitin
activities.

In English, the Year 2 children have continued exploring the BogyBaby
They have been thinking carefully about what makes a mythical creature
interesting and unique and how authors create imaginative characters withi

considering their appearance, habitat and special abilities. They then used ;
these ideas to create their own narratives inspired by the story. During this
learning, the children focused on writing with a clear structure, ensuring the
stories had a beginning, middle and end. They also worked on expanding their vocabulanglgesstiptive
language and interesting adjectives to make their writing more engaging for the reader.

The Year 1 children have continued their worKitne Deep Dark Woodhey explored the story structure by
sequencing the key events and retelling the narrative in the correct order. This helped threrchitdlerstand

how stories progress and how events are linked together. They also compared the story witlvethknown
forest-based stories such agtle Red Riding Hoaehd The Gruffalo Through these discussions, the children
explored the similarities and differences between the characters, settings and story patterns, recognising that
many traditional tales share common themes and structures.

During our continuous outdoor provision this week, the focus for science was basedidah&ubig question:

Which foods contain the most sugafFfe children investigated different foods by looking closely at food labels
and comparing the sugar content. They used sugar cubes, scales and clear containers to representhhow muc
sugar was in each food item. This allowed them to visually see the differences between foods and helped them
interpret their results. Through discussion, the children began to notice patterns in their finaimbwere able

to explain which foods contained more sugar and why understanding food labels is impeh@mtmaking

healthy choices.

In the design area, the children applied their knowledge of healthy eating by creating their own heatthy fo
products. They designed packaging for their products and practised explaining their ideas using persuasive
language, describing why their product would be a healthier option. They also evathaiedesigns and
discussed how their explanations could be improved.

The children also took part in a STEM challenge where they worked collaborati
to transport water using buckets, pipes and crates. This task encouraged teamvg
communication and problem-solving as the children tested different ideas and |}
reflected on what worked well. They then adapted their models to make
improvements, developing their understanding of how designs can be refined
through testing. At the Healthy Café, the children practised important mathemat
skills by calculating totals and working out change using pretend money. Throuf
this role-play activity they completed order forms and solved real-life problems
involving addition and subtraction, helping them to apply their maths learning in
meaningful context.

In the stage area, the children participated in role-play interviews where they took on #efraltrition
experts. They asked and answered questions about healthy foods and practised speaking clearly and gonfidentl
to an audience while explaining their ideas about healthy eating.



In the planting area, the children measured the growth of plants using rulers angg
recorded their findings on a graph. They discussed whether they could see any§
patterns forming over time and began to
understand how careful observation and
measurement help scientists track change:

It has been a wonderfully busy and inspiring week in Lime Class, with pupils in both Year 3 and Yeag4 showi
enthusiasm, curiosity and creativity across the curriculum. We began the week with a very special live
storytelling workshop hosted by the British Library, which featured the much-loved author and jpcieteVi

Rosen alongside other talented storytellers. The theme of the session was food, andkédsplenty of

laughter and imaginative thinking. Inspired by what we heard, the children began planningwmefood-

themed stories. In English lessons, Year 3 pupils have been learning about instructional textsy dairg€ully
about how to write clear steps and helpful guidance for a reader, while Year 4 pupils have beergfoousin
building rich and varied vocabulary to make their writing more engaging and degeripti

In mathematics, both year groups have been developing their understanding of fractions. Yeds Jiaup

been learning to count in tenths and exploring how fractions can represent equal parts ofe Whey

practised recognising and sequencing tenths, building strong foundations for future work withadiecim
Meanwhile, Year 4 pupils have been investigating equivalent fractions and exploring fractions greaterethan on
Through practical activities and problem solving, they have been learning how differentrisacéio represent

the same value and how improper fractions can be understood in relation to whole numbers.

Our geography learning has taken us across the Atlantic to the west coast of the United States as we explored
the state of California. The children enjoyed researching and creating fact files about two of its mass famo
cities, San Francisco and Los Angeles. They discovered fascinating facts about landmarks, climesnaultu
geography, while also developing important research and presentation skills. It was wondesdeal tive pride

pupils took in presenting their work and sharing interesting discoveries with their classmates.

One of the highlights of the week was welcoming parents into school for our Lgaragether mornings during
spelling lessons. Having families join us in the classroom created a warm and supportispherapand
working in smaller groups made the sessions feel particularly friendly and collaborative. Thendbied
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sharing their learning and demonstrating the strategies they use to practise and remember new spellings, and i
was lovely to see such positive engagement between pupils, parents and teachers.

We ended the week with some fantastic science workshops centred on being environmentally friendly, all
within an exciting aquatic theme. The sessions encouraged pupils to think about how we camn puoteceans
and waterways, and why caring for the environment is so important. Through hands-on actinti¢éisely
discussions, the children explored ideas about sustainability and the impact of human actemqsatic
ecosystems. It was a fun and memorable way to finish the week, leaving Lime Class feelingtm&piepd
